SPRING BREAK MISSION TRIP

Spring Break for our schools provides various opportunities for students and families
as they take a break from regular schedules and school activities. Would you consider
joining others from the Paluxy Baptist Association in making a mission trip? There is cer-
tainly nothing wrong with enjoying some fun activities that we often read about or see
on TV. However, a mission trip is a chance to invest in the lives of people who seldom, if
ever, have such options.

The date for our trip is March 10-15 and the destination is Juarez, Mexico. Pastor Jose
Compean has been leading a ministry to orphans for many years (my first acquaintance
with him and his work was in 2002). He now also operates a community ministry that
provides school for children, adult training courses, technical skills, and medical clinics,
as well as worship services with preaching and singing.

The projects vary, but the priority is a security fence around the newer property
called La Mision. The cost for this fence has been estimated by the suppliers of materials
and labor at approximately $8,000 US dollars.

The cost per person to go on this trip is $95, which covers 5 nights lodging, 4
breakfasts, 4 lunches, and 5 dinners. There will also be the expense of a meal
going to and returning from Juarez. The Association Mission Team also has schol-
arship help for those who might need assistance.

Would you put this on your prayer list and see how the Lord might lead you
to either participate by personally going, or to help financially support the work
to be done by those who do go? Having been involved with Pastor Jose and his
ministry since 2003, | can assure you that it is a great investment in the Lord’s
Kingdom!
