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                  WHICH LIST ARE YOU ON?  WHAT ABOUT OTHERS YOU KNOW? 
 

 Recently I read an excerpt from Max Lucadoôs book Just Like Jesus.  He wrote: ñAt the sinking of the RMS Titanic, over 
twenty-two hundred people were cast into the frigid waters of the Atlantic. On shore the names of the passengers were posted in 
two simple columnsðsaved and lost. Godôs list is equally simple.ò 
 It caused me to ponder the fact that most of us tend to create, or follow otherôs practice of making up our own lists.  See if 
you may be guilty of categorizing people in these, or similar kinds of lists: Are they rich?  What kind of work do they do?  Is he 
handsome?  Is she pretty?  Do they live in the right neighborhood?  Do they drive the right car? Did they attend the right school or 
church?  Etc., Etcé.  See what I mean? 
 When we get caught up in such attempts to ñgradeò people, we also fail to see them as Jesus does.  We also fail to reach 
out to them in His kind of love and compassion in order to either rejoice with them that they are on the ñsavedò list, or share with 
them how they can move from the ñlostò list to the ñsavedò list through Jesus Christ! 
 Many of you will be involved in VBS this summer, or traveling to other places to do mission work.  Would you use the ñtwo-
listò method (saved or lost) as you interact with the people you meet?  As we love people and extend Godôs grace to them, it is very 
possible that He will use us to increase the ñsavedò list while decreasing the ñlostò list!  Isnôt that a good thought?  What a joy and 
blessing it is to be doing Kingdom business with our Lord! 
 Have a great summer and remember to represent the Lord well wherever He may take you!

 Because I had written the first article prior to the tornado that took the lives of six people and destroyed or severely 
damaged numerous homes in Rancho Brazos and neighboring areas near Granbury, it seemed appropriate to add this additional 
note. 
 One of those killed was a member of Acton Baptist Church, and I was her pastor for several years.  Her daughter and son-
in-law had moved in a short time before I retired and became the DOM.  By the time you read this, I will have preached a graveside 
service for Ann Davis and her son-in-law Tommy Martin.  Please pray for Betsy Martin (Annôs daughter and Tommyôs wife) who is 
recovering from serious injuries she received in the tornado that took her momôs and husbandôs lives. 
 By now you likely are aware of the tremendous cooperative effort of the people of the area to minister and assist in the 
clean-up and recovery process, seeking to help those from that area to move forward with their lives.  Please pray for them and as 
the Lord leads, join the efforts of ministry. 
 Also, please pray for the people in Moore, Oklahoma, who have suffered a second tornado in approximately 14 years!   
 May the Lord bless you all, as we seek to be His Body in this hurting world!
